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strong proletarian vanguard in the movement. HWRS will do everything we can to energize and sup-
port this vanguard with revolutionary theory, program, actions, and spirit. Our experience at the confer-
ence, coupled with the November building occupations and the support they inspired, tells us that 
many students want an indefinite general strike before the tuition hike in January. We will do what we 
can to assist students from San Francisco State and other colleges who are working to organize an 
emergency conference to build for such a general strike. 
  
 We know from history that when the working class and the oppressed in the US start fighting 
back, they move very fast. We also know from history that a leadership and a revolutionary program 
are critical in order such an upsurge to succeed. Transitional demands must be formulated to create a 
bridge that will carry the working class from their struggle to meet their immediate needs all the way to 
the understanding that workers can only win meaningful, long-term change by fighting capitalism. That 
is why our organization, HWRS, is committed to remaining in the midst of the fight, alongside the rising 
vanguard of youth, students, workers, and the oppressed.
